 Developing motifs Inspired by nature & still life, you'll transfer motifs to wood
blocks, foam and stencil

« Stamping / Blocking / Resisting Create patterns in repeat, applying the wax

to resist the base color of the fabric

« Stenciling with wax / Line and intricate drawing with Tjantine Practice
proper usage of the wax pen/pencil tool in order to draw fine, crisp line art.

« Dyeing and color mixing Experiment with natural dyes, piece dyeing proc-
ess, layering/blending, color matching and developing natural-based palettes.

o De-waxing Learn an easy process for removal, emphasizing the recycling
and later re-use of the wax.
